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Girl 1 (with pigtails): You take mine apart then I’ll take yours apart. 

Girl 2: But I thought this goes in there. (Points to yellow block) 

Girl 1: Oh. 

Girl 2: (Laughs) 

Girl 1: I can build. 

Girl 1: This goes on top. 

Girl 2: (inaudible) 

Girl 1: Put it on. (Pats block) 

Girl 1: There let me help with that. 

Girl 1: Can I just hold it real quick? 

Girl 1: Ah, I’m trying to think. 

Girl 1: Can you get this side? (Patting the yellow block) And I’ll get this side. (Patting red 

block) 

Adult 1: Can you lift the two of them together? 

Girl 2: K (She reaches down to hold on to the yellow block. She puts one hand on the 

yellow block and one hand on the red block.) 

Girl 1: No, get this side. (She touches the yellow block.) Now hold it up. 

Girl 2: (inaudible) 

Girl 1: Now put one here. Now do this. No, no, no, this way. Aww. 

Block starts to fall off. Both girls start laughing. 

Girl 1: (Rushes to help girl one lift two blocks stuck together.) It’s hard. 

Adult 2: Very nice. 

Adult 1: That’s great. 

Girl 1: Let me just think. (Stands up, sits back down) Never mind. 

Girl 2: Hey, you moved it. 

Girl 1: (inaudible)
