Select measure FLD 2 and read the 
descriptor and examples for Exploring Later. 

This video might be evidence 
for Exploring Later. Children 
respond to the teacher by 
combining two words when she 
asks whether their friends are 
here; they answer in Spanish.

Movement Skills 

Child shows increasing proficiency in 
fundamental locomotor skills (e.g., rolling, 
crawling, cruising, walking, running, 
jumping, galloping). 
 
Select measure PD 2 and read the 
descriptor and examples for Building 
Earlier. 

This video might be evidence 
for Building Earlier. Children 
perform their special trick by 
coordinating movements 
throughout their whole bodies, 
jumping, running, and doing 
cartwheels when their names 
are called. 

Social and 
Emotional 

Development 
(SED) 

Measure 3 
Relationships 

and Reciprocal 
Interactions with 
Familiar Adults 

Child develops close relationships with one 
or more familiar adults (including family 
members) and interacts in an increasingly 
competent and cooperative manner with 
familiar adults. 
 
Select measure SED 3 and read the 
descriptor and examples for Exploring Later. 

This video might be evidence 
for Exploring Later. Children 
participate in familiar routines, 
like morning circle and activities 
such as doing a special trick 
when their name is called. 

 

English 
Language 

Development 
(ELD) 

Measure 1 
Comprehension 

of English 
(Receptive 

English) 

Child shows increasing progress toward 
fluency in understanding spoken English. 
 
Select measure ELD 1 and read the 
descriptor and examples for Integrating 
English. 
 

 

This video might be evidence 
for the Integrating English. 
Children understand what the 
teacher is asking during 
morning group time, and they 
nod their heads if they choose 
to do the trick.
